How to Wayfind
Paying attention to your engagement and 
energy provides the initial clues to help you 
find your way. Tracking (or logging) when 
you are engaged, energized or bored along 
with what you are doing during those times 
forces you to practice paying attention.

This leaves a record that may someday tell 
a story or show a pattern. Do this daily, or 
at the very least every few days, for a total 
of three weeks every semester. Everyone 
benefits from wayfinding – it helps you 
understand what makes you confident and 
what leaves you feeling empty in both big 
and small ways.

My Good Time Journal

specific about what you are doing. Not just 
Art Class, but Art Class: figure drawing, or 
orientation: first meeting with a mentor.

In additional to meal swipes, your meal plan 
may also include flex dollars, which are meal 
plan dollars that can be spent at dining service 
locations, concession stands and Charlie’s 
Cupboard. Flex dollars are carried over from fall 
to spring semesters but do not carry over to 
the next academic year. If you run out of flex 
within the year, you may purchase additional 
add-on flex dollars.

Coyote Cash
Coyote Cash is essentially a debit account that 
can be used at all on-campus dining locations, 
as well as many restaurants and businesses in 
Vermillion. Coyote Cash funds can be used all 
year round and will remain on your account 
throughout your time at USD. These funds can 
also be used at on-campus vending and laundry 
machines and for printing when Pharos have 
been depleted.
